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Dunlap created visual harmony in this dining room (opposite) through the
dramatic use of gold tones against black, and through the repetition of
curves throughout the space—on accessories, draperies, lighting and more.
Textures—a grass cloth surface on the ceiling, for example—played a key
role in the same room (above), adding visual interest, movement and depth
to the space. Inspired by 18th-century décor, Dunlap embellished this living
room (top) with decorative elements of that period, including a neoclassical
chair with scrolled arms and a floor lamp with an elaborate tassled shade.
